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Typing Instructions

Please follow these typing and page layout guidelines to avoid rejection of your paper:
1. Use Microsoft WORD program. (Save the file as .doc)

2. Paper size should be A4 (210 mm x 297 mm) and margins should be 35 mm (top, bottom) and 30 mm (right, left).

3. The text should be single spaced in Times New Roman in 11 point. For references and tables, the minimum acceptable size is 8 points. Submissions that do not conform to these type size requirements may be rejected without review.
4. Type the title in 14 point Times New Roman Bold with initial letters in capitals.

5. The presenting author should be listed first and underlined. The corresponding author should be marked with an asterisk on his/her name and also give a mailing address following his/her affiliations.

6. Abstracts should be no longer than 2 pages formatted according to these guidelines. This limit is strictly enforced.

METHODS
Style
Note the style of headings in this instruction sheet. They have been typed and placed in the following manner:

First-order headings. These should be in uppercase bold letters, centered in the column with a line space above (e.g., METHODS).

Second-order headings. These should be in lowercase bold italic letters, flush with the left margin. (e.g., Style). Only the first letter of the first word is capitalized, unless other words in the heading are proper nouns. Insert one line space above.
RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS
References

References should be placed at the end of the text, listed alphabetically by the surname of the first author. Hanging indentions are preferred, with no additional spacing between references. Citations in the text should contain the author's surname and year of publication in parentheses (e.g., Kishida, 2010). 

Tables and Figures

Tables and figures may be inserted within the text near where they are first mentioned or in a group at the end of the paper. The minimum acceptable type size for tables is 8 point. Number tables and figures consecutively in Arabic numerals (e.g., Table 1, Figure 3).
